The successful candidate will provide a welcoming 
Christ-centered environment where students can 
learn, grow,  and deepen their  personal relationship 
with Jesus Christ.

     • prepare lessons, lead weekly gatherings, connect 
        the students at Mass and in the community;  
     • foster spiritual growth among the teens, attend 
        monthly service projects, and connect with  
        families at events and activities outside of the 
        youth group (concerts, theatre, sporting events, 
        etc.); 
     • arrange teen participation in diocesan-sponsored 
        programs such as the Diocesan Youth Confer- 
        ence, Youth Discipleship Team, Steubenville  
        Northwest, Vacation Bible School, and Quo  
        Vadis and Vocare discernment camps.  
 
Essential Qualifications: 
  

Roman Catholic in good standing with a strong com-
mitment to the Catholic faith and relationship with 
God; youth ministry experience preferred; a high de-
gree of comfort working with youth and awareness of 
appropriate boundaries; must be at least 21 years of 
age, have a driver license, and be in good emotional 
health; a bachelor's or master's degree in religious 
education, theology, or related field is highly desira-
ble.  
 
The coordinator reports directly to parish pastor.  
 
Salary and Benefits: 
 

$25 per hour based on a total of up to 40 hours per 
month. Offered salary is based on diocesan-wide pay 
for certain positions, internal equity, market data, ap-
plicant’s skills and relevant experience, degrees and 
certifications.
