The Pastor’s Corner  

 

Dear Parishioners, 
 

It hardly seems possible that Lent is already upon us. 
It feels like only yesterday that we celebrated the 
conclusion of the Christmas season, and now we pre-
pare to enter this solemn and reflective time. Lent 
begins this Wednesday - Ash Wednesday - and marks 
the start of our spiritual journey toward Easter. 
 

To help us begin Lent together, we will have two 
Masses on Ash Wednesday: the first at 8:30 AM and 
the second at 5:30 PM. Please plan to attend one of 
the Masses as we receive ashes and remind our-
selves of our call to repentance and renewal. 
 

As we observe Lent, I’d like to gently remind every-
one of the Church’s Lenten regulations: 
 

 Each Friday during Lent is a day of abstinence 
from meat for those aged 14 and older. 

 Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of 
both fasting and abstinence from meat. Fasting 
applies to those aged 18 to 59, and means having 
only one full meal on these days, with two small-
er meals permitted if needed, but together they 
should not equal another full meal. Abstinence 
from meat applies to everyone aged 14 and 
above. 
 

Let’s work together to prayerfully support one an-
other so that this Lent may be our most meaningful 
and prayerful yet. Please join us for the Ash Wednes-
day Soup Supper following the 5:30 PM Mass - a 
wonderful opportunity to gather as a community 
and begin Lent with fellowship. Additionally, our Len-
ten Adult Faith Formation Program will be starting 
soon, and we invite you to participate as we grow in 
faith together. 
 

May the Lord guide us through this holy season, and 
may we find peace, renewal, and grace as we jour-
ney toward Easter.
