Pray for Our  Parishioners in the Military

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Dear Parishioners and Friends of Saint Teresa Church, 
 

           If you are reading this in church on Sunday morning, or even if you have already gone home, let me entice you 
to come back for our BOY SCOUT TROOP 37 ANNUAL PANCAKE BREAKFAST AND RAFFLE. It is happening in our 
gym 8AM to 2PM today. You can see details on the next page. Give yourself a treat, and enjoy a big tasty breakfast 
prepared by our Scout leaders and served by our Boy Scouts. A ten dollar entrance fee—or just seven dollars with 
this bulletin!—will help them raise money for their important and memorable scouting trips, and provide necessary 
new equipment. Come over, or come back, till 2pm, and enjoy all the pancakes, sausages, coffee, desserts, etc. 
 

           On another subject: people have been asking when they can make their reservation to sponsor one of our fifty 
beautifully illuminated Christmas Trees. These will be set up for all to see on our prominent corner of Victory Boule-
vard and Slosson Avenue. This annual display proclaims our faith in God and our joy that in God’s plan His Son was 
born to the Virgin Mary. Jesus began earthly life in the town of Bethlehem, and then lived quietly in Nazareth until he 
began his public ministry. One final time he went up to Jerusalem for the Passover feast. This led to his Good Friday   
crucifixion, to Easter Resurrection, to our salvation! The beginning of this is why we do a lot to celebrate Christmas. 
 

            So we have a great holiday tradition in our parish. The men of our Holy Name Society order, set up, and deco-
rate with bright lights fifty beautiful Christmas trees. This project depends on sponsors who contribute two hundred 
dollars for each tree. They can have a plaque with their name hung on their tree, and can add to the decorations. You 
can find details on the reservation form on page 6. Many people coming home in the evening wait at this intersection, 
and tell us that they look forward to seeing these trees and what they represent. And everyone is welcome to join us 
for Mass and a festive Tree Lighting, with singing and cocoa, that will follow the 4pm Mass on Saturday December 13.  
 

            Then be sure to look at page 4, for something else that is important to all of us: requesting prayers for dozens 
of our parishioners who will be receiving the Sacrament of Confirmation this coming Friday.  
 

           Now in their eighth grade, they have been receiving appropriate religious education every year since first 
grade. Whether in our Catholic school—Saint Teresa-Saint Rita STREAM Academy—with daily prayers, religion clas-
ses, and one 8:30am Mass as a class each week, or in our Religious Education Program on Tuesday afternoons, all 
of these eighth graders have been studying and preparing for this grace-giving and necessary completion of their 
religious foundation. The three Sacraments of Initiation began with Baptism, has been nourished by receiving Holy 
Communion, and now  will be sealed and strengthened by the Holy Spirit of God with the graces of Confirmation,   
 

           Indicating the importance of this event, it is our privilege and custom to invite a Bishop—a Successor of the 
Apostles—to administer this sacrament to our parishioners. So we are very happy and honored that former pastor 
Bishop John O’Hara will be coming to us to administer this sacrament to our parishioners. 
 

         Sacramental moments like these can be opportunities for old memories and new appreciation of how important 
our sacraments are. You can use this opportunity of this Confirmation, with names on banners on our walls, to think 
back to your Confirmation. Maybe look for pictures of that day to jog your memory, and see whether you are building 
your life on these foundations. And think about the people who were with you on that day. Pray for them, or to them  
if they are in heaven, and be sure to ask them to pray for you.  
       
         So congratulations to our all Confirmation recipients of 2025! And to their parents, for fulfilling the promises that 
parents made on the day when holy water was poured across the heads of their children at Baptism. They and God-
parents made promises to God to raise their children in our Catholic Faith, to pray for them and to give good exam-
ple, to help them grow close to Jesus by bringing them to Mass on Sundays, by being sure that they receive religious 
education every year, and will reach their milestones: making their First Confession, and then First Holy Communion. 
And now—their Confirmation.  
 

        But—don’t think of this as a graduation, or the end of religious education, or of coming to Mass and receiving 
Holy Communion.  Each of these sacraments are gifts from God—valuable, almost essential, for developing our     
appreciation for Jesus Christ our Savior, our awareness of right and wrong in our lives, and our cooperation with 
God's plan to help us have peace on earth—and reach the greater happiness of eternal life in heaven.
