My Dear Parishioners, 
 

  If a remote viewing of Mass on 
Sunday leaves you still yearning for the reception 
of Jesus in His Sacrament an Act of Spiritual 
Communion can help.  No matter what your day 
is like, Jesus can help make it better, or at least 
more bearable, if you ask him for His help and 
guidance in prayers such as this one, composed 
by St. Alphonsus Liguori in the 18th century:  
   

My Jesus, I believe that you are present in the 
most Blessed Sacrament.  I love You above all 
things and I desire to receive You into my 
soul.  Since I cannot now receive You sacra-
mentally, come at least spiritually into my 
heart.  I embrace You as if You were already 
there, and unite myself wholly to You.  Never 
permit me to be separated from You.  Amen. 
 

 This Sunday, as we honor and celebrate 
The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus 
Christi) yet can’t actively share in the Eucharistic 
Liturgy, and can’t receive Christ in Holy Commun-
ion, you can still reach out to Him by making a 
Spiritual Communion in prayer! 
St. Thomas Aquinas once defined a Spiritual 
Communion as “an ardent desire to receive Jesus 
in the Most Holy Sacrament [in Communion at 
Mass] and in lovingly embracing Him as if we had 
actually received Him.” 
 You can make a Spiritual Communion 
whenever and wherever you'd like, using the 
prayer above.  Christ can and will respond to any-
one who comes to Him in love and humility for 
His Divine assistance.  After all, didn’t He say, 
concerning the power of prayer, “Ask, and it shall 
be given you: seek, and you shall find” (Matt 7:7) ?
