A reading from the Book of Wisdom

  nor can it be measured in terms of years. 

Rather, understanding is the hoary crown for men, 

  and an unsullied life, the attainment of old age. 

He who pleased God was loved; 

  he who lived among sinners was transported— 

Snatched away, lest wickedness pervert his mind 

  or deceit beguile his soul; 

For the witchery of paltry things obscures what is right 

  and the whirl of desire transforms the innocent mind. 

Having become perfect in a short while, 

  he reached the fullness of a long career; 

  for his soul was pleasing to the LORD, 

  therefore he sped him out of the midst of wickedness. 

But the people saw and did not understand, nor did they take this into account.

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OT-4 – The Lord God will destroy death forever (Isaiah 25: 6a, 7-9) 

A reading from the Book of the prophet Isaiah 

On this mountain the LORD of hosts will provide for all peoples.

  he will destroy death forever.  

The LORD GOD will wipe away the tears from all faces; 

The reproach of his people he will remove from the whole earth;

  let us rejoice and be glad that he has saved us!”

NT-4 – Let us walk in newness of life. (Romans 6:3-4, 8-9) 

A reading from the letter of St. Paul to the Romans 

Are you unaware that we who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? We 

were indeed buried with him through baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from 

the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might live in the newness of life. If, then, we have died 

with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him.  We know that Christ, raised from the 

dead, dies no more; death no longer has power over him.

NT-6 – Who can ever come between us and the love of Christ? (Romans 8:31b-35, 37-39) 

A reading from the letter of St. Paul to the Romans 

Brothers and sisters: 

If God is for us, who can be against us? 

He who did not spare his own Son but handed him over for us all, 

  how will he not also give us everything else along with him? 

Who will bring a charge against God's chosen ones? 

It is God who acquits us. Who will condemn? 

It is Christ Jesus who died, rather, was raised, 

  who also is at the right hand of God, who indeed intercedes for us. 

What will separate us from the love of Christ? 

Will anguish, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or the sword? 

No, in all these things we conquer overwhelmingly through him who loved us. 

For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, 

  nor present things, nor future things, nor powers, nor height, 

  nor depth, nor any other creature will be able to separate us 

  from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

NT-7 – Whether alive or dead, we belong to the Lord. (Romans 14:7-9, 10b-12) 

A Reading from the letter of St. Paul to the Romans  

Brothers and sisters: 

None of us lives for oneself, and no one dies for oneself. 

For if we live, we live for the Lord, and if we die, we die for the Lord; 

 so then, whether we live or die, we are the Lord's. 

For this is why Christ died and came to life, 

 that he might be Lord of both the dead and the living. 

For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of God; for it is written: 

 “As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bend before me, 

and every tongue shall give praise to God.” 

So then each of us shall give an account of himself to God. 

The Word of the Lord. 
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NT-12 – Jesus will transfigure these wretched bodies of our to be like his glorious body. 

(Philippians 3:20-21) 

A reading from the first letter of St. Paul to the Philippians 

Our citizenship is in heaven, and from it we also await a savior, the Lord Jesus Christ.  He will 

change our lowly body to conform with his glorified body by the power that enables him also to 

bring all things into subjection to himself. 

The Word of the Lord. 

 

NT-15 – We shall see God as he really is. (John 3:1-2) 

A reading from the first letter of John 

See what love the Father has bestowed on us that we may be called the children of God. Yet so 

we are.  The reason the world does not know us is that it did not know him.  Beloved, we are 

God’s children now; what we shall be has not yet been revealed.  We do know that when it is 

revealed we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is.

NT-17 – Happy are those who die in the Lord. (Revelation 14:13) 

A reading from the first letter of Revelation 

I heard a voice from heaven say, “Write this: Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord from now 

on.” “Yes,” said the Spirit, “let them find rest from their labors, for their works accompany 

them.” 

The Word of the Lord. 

 

NT-19 – There will be no more death (Revelation 21:1-5a, 6b-7) 

A Reading from the Book of Revelation 

I saw a new heaven and a new earth.  The former heaven and the former earth had passed away, 

and the sea was no more.  I also saw the holy city, a new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven 

from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 

I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, “Behold, God’s dwelling is with the human race. 

He will dwell with them and they will be his people and God himself will always be with them as 

their God.  He will wipe every tear from their eyes, and there shall be no more death or 

mourning, wailing or pain, for the old order has passed away.” 

The one who sat on the throne said, “Behold, I make all things new.  I am the Alpha and the 

Omega, the beginning and the end.  To the thirsty I will give a gift from the spring of life-giving 

water.  The victor will inherit these gifts, and I shall be his God, and he will be my son.”
