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The season of Lent is just around the corner: Ash Wednesday is February 14. As in the past, ashes will be
imposed that day during Masses at 6:30am, 9:00am, and 12:05pm, and during Liturgies of the Word at
4:00pm and 7:00pm. Ash Wednesday is a day of fast and abstinence: those ages 18 to 59 are permitted one
full meal, as well as two smaller meals that are not equal to a full meal. Those ages 14 and up are to ab-
stain from meat.

Those of a romantic inclination have no doubt noted that Ash Wednesday this year coincides with Valen-

tine’s Day. Interestingly enough, there are several martyrs named Valentine; little of certainty is known

about any of them, and it’s possible that their life stories have become intertwined. (This is not to men-

tion poor Ss. Cyril and Methodius, whose feast day is also February 14, but are often overlooked.) As to

the practical implications, I would offer two suggestions:

e Couples who celebrate Valentine’s Day might consider doing so on the eve — Mardi Gras, sometimes
called “Fat Tuesday.”

o If you have plans for the day itself, keep the fast during the day, and then enjoy a nice dish of pasta,
tish, or both — but not meat or poultry.

On the bright side, the last time Ash Wednesday and Valentine’s Day coincided, World War II was not
yet ended. On the down side, these days will meet again in six years. And just to keep things interesting,
Easter Sunday this year is April 1 — “April Fool’s Day.”

While we’re in the Holy Land, the Chorale will be presenting a concert at the Church of St. Saviour in Je-
rusalem. The members of the Chorale will be coming from all over the archdiocese here to St. John’s for
a rehearsal in the choir loft on Tuesday, February 13 from 7:00 to 9:00pm. This will be the first time that
we will all be together to practice, so it’s bound to be rough around the edges, but if you’d like to get an
idea of what we’ll be doing, please feel free to sit downstairs in the church for part or all of those two
hours. I don’t know that the concert itself will be livestreamed, but if by some chance it is, we’ll get word
out on the parish Facebook page.
