This weekend, here in the United States, we are celebrating and remembering all those American women and men who
have died in military service throughout our history. Tomorrow, Monday, is Memorial Day. While we celebrate it is also
important that we remember and thank all veterans for their service to our country.

Unfortunately, we have been involved in so many wars and so many have died defending and protecting life. We tend
to forget this. So, as we celebrate this weekend with hot dogs, hamburgers, pernil and all that makes Memorial Day so
special, let us not forget those who served and died for our freedom.

The readings today talk of the last moments of Jesus’ life on earth and the first moments of the beginning of the new
Church. Jesus' mission on earth is coming to an end. The apostles feel that they will be left alone and therefore are very
fearful. In the midst of all these fears, we hear the words of our gospel: "I will ask the Father and he will give you anoth-
er Advocate - to be with you always... I will not leave you orphaned".

One fear of children while they are growing up is the fear of abandonment. They fear that something will hap-
pen to their parents and they would be left alone. They also fear the loss of the love of their parents. Children normally
do all they can to hold on to their parents.

Yet we are told in today's gospel that our God will never abandon us. Through thick and thin, God will be with
us to help us along the way. This is the great message that Jesus told his disciples right before he left them and ascended
into heaven. He told them they would not be left alone. He promised that the Holy Spirit would be sent to be with them.
What a comforting message that shows the depth of Jesus love for his followers — you and me.
