From Fr. Mike’s Desk / Del Despacho de Padre Mike

In today's Gospel, Jesus says, with very strong words, that he has come "to set the earth on fire," and
"not to bring peace... but division." Did we hear correctly? To set the world on fire, to undergo a baptism of
anguish, to break the peace, to divide the family... What gospel is this? Isn't peace already broken and the fam-
ily divided enough? This doesn’t sound like the Jesus I know!

But, we could be very wrong if we interpret these words as if Jesus wants the world to be full of vio-
lence, conflict, and division. I believe that we, as people of faith, know that the core of Jesus' message is love,
unity, mercy, and peace. Jesus was not a confrontational and sectarian preacher, but humble of heart and full of
kindness. This doesn't mean that Jesus' message wasn't a challenge for his followers! Division and conflict
arise because of the unwillingness of sinners and the blind in spirit to accept the truth. In other words, division
is present in our world and our society because we are sinners!

It has been said that when two or three people are gathered in the name of Jesus, there is the possibility
of disunity. It is not easy to live as a Christian in the face of the problems in our society. It is not easy to speak
about our faith.

Jesus' message can bring division—in our society and in our family. Therefore, the Christian life is a
sacrifice. But division is not the ultimate answer. After this division comes unity. We believers know that
sacrifice has value, and that pain leads to joy, that death leads to life.

Let us remember that it is not Jesus or the Church that creates division, but the reactions of some people. May
trust in the Lord help us to remain secure in our path. God is on our side, in division, in suffering, and He takes
us by the hand. If we believe in him, we will see that his Word is worth believing.

Summer is quickly coming to an end. I would like to call your attention to an important meeting we
will have for all in the parish on Tuesday, September 2 at 7:30pm in the Church. Besides giving an update on
our facilities, we will spend some time focusing on our Sunday liturgies and how we can improve them. More
information about this meeting will be given as the date approaches.

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus dice, con palabras muy fuertes, que ha venido "a incendiar la tierra" y
"no a traer paz... sino division". ;Hemos oido bien? ;A incendiar el mundo, a sufrir un bautismo de angustia, a
romper la paz, a dividir a la familia...? ;Qué evangelio es este? ;Acaso no estd ya suficientemente rota la paz y
dividida la familia? jEsto no suena al Jesus que conozco!

Pero podriamos estar muy equivocados si interpretamos estas palabras como si Jesus quisiera que el
mundo estuviera lleno de violencia, conflicto y division. Creo que nosotros, como personas de fe, sabemos que
la esencia del mensaje de Jesus es el amor, la unidad, la misericordia y la paz. Jests no fue un predicador con-
flictivo ni sectario, sino humilde de corazon y lleno de bondad. jEsto no significa que el mensaje de Jests no
fuera un desafio para sus seguidores! La division y el conflicto surgen por la renuencia de los pecadores y los
ciegos de espiritu a aceptar la verdad. En otras palabras, jla division estd presente en nuestro mundo y en nues-
tra sociedad porque somos pecadores! Se ha dicho que cuando dos o tres personas se reunen en el nombre de
Jests, existe la posibilidad de desunion. No es facil vivir como cristiano ante los problemas de nuestra socie-
dad. No es facil hablar de nuestra fe.

El mensaje de Jesus puede traer division, tanto en nuestra sociedad como en nuestra familia. Por lo tan-
to, la vida cristiana es un sacrificio. Pero la division no es la solucion definitiva. Tras esta division viene la uni-
dad. Los creyentes sabemos que el sacrificio tiene valor, que el dolor lleva a la alegria, que la muerte lleva a la
vida.

Recordemos que no es Jesus ni la Iglesia quienes crean division, sino las reacciones de algunas perso-
nas. Que la confianza en el Sefior nos ayude a mantenernos firmes en nuestro camino. Dios estd de nuestro la-
do, en la divisién, en el sufrimiento, y nos lleva de la mano. Si creemos en ¢l, veremos que su Palabra merece
ser creida.

El verano se acaba rapidamente. Me gustaria llamar su atencion sobre una importante reunion que ten-
dremos para todos en la parroquia el martes 2 de septiembre a las 19:30 h en la iglesia. Ademas de presentar
una actualizacion sobre nuestras instalaciones, dedicaremos un tiempo a centrarnos en nuestras liturgias domi-
nicales y como podemos mejorarlas. Se proporcionara mas informacion sobre esta reunion conforme se acer-
que la fecha.
