From Fr. Mike’s Desk / Del Despacho de Padre Mike

La fiesta del Bautismo del Sefior de hoy conmemora el bautismo de Jesus en el rio Jordan por
parte de Juan el Bautista y marca también el inicio del Tiempo Ordinario. Sabemos que el bautismo
de Jesus fue uno de los acontecimientos claves de su vida. La temporada navidefia ha terminado y co-
menzamos un tiempo para reflexionar sobre nuestra fe. Hay una pregunta que se destaco en mi mente
mientras celebramos esta fiesta: ";Por qué fue Jesus al rio Jordan para ser bautizado por Juan? ;Cual
es el significado de esta accion? ;Por qué celebramos la fiesta del Bautismo del Sefior el primer do-
mingo del tiempo ordinario? Esta fiesta es una invitacion para que todos reflexionemos sobre el sa-
cramento del Bautismo y lo que significa para nosotros. ;Por qué somos bautizados?

Para Jesus, su bautismo fue un sacramento de iniciacion. Vemos que después de ser bautizado,
Jestis comenz6 su ministerio publico. Curd a los enfermos, dio de comer a los hambrientos y ayudé a
los que necesitaban ayuda. Por lo tanto, fue un sacramento que marcé el comienzo de su ministerio
publico. Para Jesus, el bautismo es seguido por la accion.

Today's feast of the Baptism of the Lord commemorates the baptism of Jesus in the Jordan
River by John the Baptist and also marks the beginning of Ordinary Time. We know that Jesus’ bap-
tism was one of the key events in his life. The Christmas season is over and we begin a time when
we can reflect upon our faith.

There is one question that stood out in my mind as we celebrate this feast: "Why did Jesus go
to the Jordan river to be baptized by John? What is the significance of this action? Why do we cele-
brate the feast of the Baptism of the Lord the first Sunday of ordinary time? This feast day is an invi-
tation to all of us to reflect upon the sacrament of Baptism and what it means for us. Why are we
baptized?

For Jesus, his baptism was a Sacrament of initiation. We see that after Jesus was baptized, he
began his public ministry. He cured the sick, gave food to the hungry and helped those who needed
help. Therefore, it was a sacrament that marked the beginning of his public ministry. For Jesus, bap-
tism is followed by action.

The same is true for us. After all, we cannot reflect on Jesus’ baptism without feeling linked
to him through our own. Baptism is what unites most of us here today. When we were baptized we
also received the same Spirit Jesus received as we hear in todays’ gospel. Like Jesus we are sent
forth into the world. Our gospel reminds us that we are a community connected to one another
through our baptism. We are not alone on our journey with Christ. We are a community on a pilgrim-
age together.

Our Altagracia triduum begins this Wednesday. We are fortunate to have with us Fr Anibal
once again to celebrate the feast day mass on Saturday. The times for all the services are in the bulle-
tin.
