As I mentioned last week, there
are four main modes identified for
receiving the Eucharist: in the
hand or on the tongue; kneeling or
standing. All are acceptable ways
as determined by the United States
Conference of Catholic Bishops
(USCCB). The USCCB, by
Christ’s power to bind and loose
and by the delegated authority of
the Vatican, has specified the
acceptable ways to receive the
Eucharist, here, in the United
States.

We have to be very careful in
our community not to make a
judgement about how others
receive the Eucharist. When we
receive the Eucharist (Jesus), we
should be focused on Jesus within
us, not on what others are doing or
how they are receiving Him.
Now, if you happen to see
someone not consume the
Eucharist and return to his or her
seat with Jesus still in his or her
hand, please either stop them
yourself, tell an usher, or inform
the priest immediately. Barring

that rare issue, people who receive
Jesus kneeling or standing, on the
tongue or in the hand, prefer to
receive Him that way and have the
right to do so. This has been
taught by the bishops entrusted
with this authority. So, whether
standing or kneeling, receiving on
the tongue or in the hand, the
Church  teaches—by  Jesus’
teaching authority—that all are
acceptable ways of receiving
Jesus. Rather, let us accompany
each other—as living tabernacles
(vessels which contain Jesus in the
Eucharist, and Temples of the
Holy Spirit) in the world—on the
journey to heaven.

So what is the best way to
receive Jesus in the Eucharist at
Mass? With our eyes, hearts and
minds fixed on Jesus and not
distracted by what others are
doing and saying; to receive the
Kingdom of God in the Eucharist
and produce His fruits.
