From the Pastor’s Desk

Dear friends: Have you ever wondered why the
magi had gold, frankincense, and myrrh? Mat-
thew’s Gospel tells us, “Then they opened their
treasures and offered him gifts of gold, frankin-
cense, and myrrh” (Matt. 2:11). Why are these
things their “treasures”? One possible answer is
they were magicians and astrologers, and these
three items were the tools of their questionable
trade. In offering them to Christ, they demonstrate
that they will cease using such items to predict or
control life. They place this baby-king, the God of
Israel, at the center of their lives, and not their own

devices of control, manipulation and prediction.

Isn’t that what we need to do, too? Consider, for
example, the magical power of money, symbolized
by the magi’s gold. Seemingly whatever we ask of
money, it does. It wields a god-like power over the
world. It can predict the future by guaranteeing
better outcomes for us — which is why it is such a
tempting alternative to trusting in God. The prob-
lem is that such absolute trust in money enslaves
us to the economic forces that make money so
powerful. In paying homage to Jesus with
“gold” (i.e., tithing), we participate in his authority
over (and therefore freedom from) the magical

sway of money.

What things in your life do you use to predict or
control your future? What in your life seems to
give you power over the world? Those are your
treasures. Are you tired of feeling enslaved to
them? Find a way to open them and give them to
Christ, and you will be freer. Have a blessed

Christmas season!

Desde el escritorio del Pastor
Queridos amigos: jte has preguntado alguna vez
por qué los magos tenian oro, incienso y mirra? El
Evangelio de Mateo nos dice: «Y abriendo sus teso-
ros, le ofrecieron presentes de oro, incienso y mi-
rray (Mt 2,11). ;Por qué son estas cosas sus
«tesoros»? Una posible respuesta es que eran ma-
gos y astrologos, y estos tres objetos eran las herra-
mientas de su dudoso oficio. Al ofrecérselos a
Cristo, demuestran que dejaran de utilizarlos
para predecir o controlar la vida. Colocan a este
rey-nino, el Dios de Israel, en el centro de sus vi-
das, y no sus propios dispositivos de control, mani-

pulacion y prediccion.

(No es eso lo que tenemos que hacer nosotros tam-
bién? Pensemos, por ejemplo, en el poder magico
del dinero, simbolizado en el Evangelio por el oro
de los magos. Aparentemente, el dinero hace todo
lo que le pedimos. Ejerce un poder divino sobre el
mundo. Puede predecir el futuro garantizandonos
mejores resultados, por eso es una alternativa tan
tentadora frente a la confianza en Dios. El proble-

ma es que esa confianza absoluta en el dinero nos

esclaviza a las fuerzas econdmicas que lo hacen tan
poderoso. Al rendir homenaje a Jestis con «oro» (es
decir, el diezmo), participamos en su autoridad so-
bre (y, por tanto, nos liberamos de) la magica in-

fluencia del dinero.

(Qué cosas de tu vida utilizas para predecir o con-
trolar tu futuro? ;Qué cosas de tu vida parecen dar-
te poder sobre el mundo? Esos son tus tesoros.
(Estas cansado de sentirte esclavo de ellos? En-
cuentra la manera de abrirlos y entregéarselos a Cris-
to, y seras mas libre. Que tengas una Navidad llena

de bendiciones.
