When the time for Pentecost was fulfilled, they were all in one place together. And suddenly there came from the sky a noise like a
strong driving wind, and it filled the entire house in which they were.

We are Parthians, Medes, and Elamites, inhabitants of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pam-
phylia, Egypt and the districts of Libya near Cyrene, as well as travelers from Rome, both Jews and converts to Judaism, Cretans and
Arabs, yet we hear them speaking in our own tongues of the mighty acts of God."

Second Reading2 1 COR 12:3B-7, 12-13

Brothers and sisters: No one can say, "Jesus is Lord," except by the Holy Spirit. There are different kinds of spiritual gifts but the same
Spirit; there are different forms of service but the same Lord; there are different workings but the same God who produces all of them in
everyone.

May 20 Bernardine of Siena, Priest
Bernardine was widely known as a great preacher and for his devotion to the Holy Name of Jesus.

May 21  St. Christopher, Magallanes, Priest, and Companions, Martyrs
Christophe Magallanes served as a parish priest in Mexico, noted for his spiritual direction of seminarians and his
promotion of the Holy Rosary. He and his companions were martyred amid anti-clerical Sentiment of the early
twentieth century.

May 22  St. Rita of Cascia, Religious
Married at a young age to an abusive husband, Rita dissuaded her sons from taking revenge when her husband was
murdered. Entering the convent after becoming a widow, she was known for her forgiving spirit and great devotion to
the Lord.

May 25 St. Bede the Venerable, Priest and Doctor of the Church
Called vulnerable, even though he is a saint, Be3de is well known for his scholarly works on history, astronomy,

education, and poetry, and for his writing on Sacred Scripture.
