Gospel LK 9:11B-17

Jesus spoke to the crowds about the kingdom of God, and he healed those who needed to be cured. As the day was drawing to a close,
the Twelve approached him and said, "Dismiss the crowd so that they can go to the surrounding villages and farms and find lodging and
provisions; for we are in a deserted place here." He said to them, "Give them some food yourselves." They replied, "Five loaves and two
fish are all we have, unless we ourselves go and buy food for all these people." Now the men there numbered about five thousand. Then
he said to his disciples, "Have them sit down in groups of about fifty." They did so and made them all sit down. Then taking the five
loaves and the two fish, and looking up to heaven, he said the blessing over them, broke them, and gave them to the disciples to set
before the crowd. They all ate and were satisfied. And when the leftover fragments were picked up, they filled twelve wicker baskets.

“Welcome one another as Christ has welcomed you, to the glory of God” (Romans 15:7).
THE ENTRANCE (In the Beginning...Welcoming)
Have you ever been to Disneyland or Disney World? How did you feel when you first entered the park? Was
there someone who greeted you or helped you feel welcome? Disney is known for its hospitality. They create a
welcoming, inviting atmosphere: a place that you feel at home. In their “Service Guidelines” they state: “make
eye contact and smile!...greet and welcome each and every guest...Spread the spirit of Hospitality...It’s
contagious!...thank each and every Guest!”

Our greatest example of welcoming and hospitality was Jesus. All through scripture we hear of hospitality to the
stranger, to sinners, to the faithful.
