THIRTY-SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

First Reading: | Kings 17:10-16

Elijah asked a widow for a cup of water and a piece of
bread. She told him she was almost out of flour, and that
she and her son would soon starve. Elijah told her not to be
afraid, as God had told him the jar of flour would not go
empty. So she did as he had asked and prepared bread
from the last of her flour. As God had said, her jar did not
go empty, and she and her son had plenty to eat.

Second Reading: Hebrews 9:24-28

The high priests entered the sanctuary each year and
offered a sacrifice, but not a sacrifice of their own blood.
Just as people die once and are judged, Christ was offered
up once for the sins of many.

Gospel: Mark 12:38-44

Jesus expressed disgust over the hypocrisy of some of the
scribes for wanting special treatment from the people. He
watched the wealthy put large contributions into the
collection box, but explained that what they gave was
surplus wealth, and not a real sacrifice. He told them the
biggest donation was a small amount from a widow,
because she had given up the only money that she had to
live on.

Es mejor no
contestar, sino preguntarme ‘¢ Qué tengo yo que no ha
sido un don de Dios?’

El don de la vida, la salud, la familia y amigos, el
don de poderme levantar, orar, hacer algo bueno por
otros. No puedo, sino debo, pasar un largo rato
pensando sobre esto.

Puede que no sea la moneda de cobre o
aceite y harina, pero ciertamente puedo darme a mi
mismo, asi como las celebradas mujeres de las
escrituras lo hicieron para ensefiarme.

Primera Lectura: 1 Reyes 17:10-16

I just want to thank everyone for welcoming me as
your pastor. | am very happy to be with you in our new
merged Parish of Saint Mary-Our Lady of Mount Carmel.

Your love and acceptance of me is slowly healing my
loss of the closing of my parish church of Saint Ann, in the
Bronx.

I am sure everyone entering this Community of Faith,
whether you are from Saint Mary’s or Our Lady of Mount
Carmel, or Sacred Heart, or where ever you are coming
from, will experience the same healing that I am
experiencing here at Saint Mary-Our Lady of Mount
Carmel.

I want to thank you for your responses to my proposal
to remove the sanctuary floor of our parish church.

The response was very positive to my proposal to
remove the red carpet and replace it with a wood floor.
The present carpet was installed over a pre-existing carpet.
Over the years the carpet has developed ripples and folds
that make it difficult to walk on. The carpet also shortens
the width of the steps to the altar, which could cause
stumbling and slipping. Also there is concern over dirt and
mold that could be under both levels of carpet.

Canon Law that deals with the design of church
sanctuaries and the placement of the altar, does not mention
the elevation of the altar, but that the altar can be seen by
the people attending Mass.

By removing one level of the altar platform and not
two, much needed floor space will be available on each
side of the altar.

The installation of a railing could also be considered. |
have received two (2) bids from two floor contractors. One
was way too high in my opinion and the other bid was
much more reasonable and realistic in the time it would
take to complete the project. During the work it would be
necessary to celebrate Mass in the Parish Hall. The cost of
the project would be $9,000.00.

Donations are always welcomed and appreciated but
there would not be a special collection because | believe we
have adequate funds to complete this project.

I have spoken with the floor contractor who happens to
be an acquaintance, and it is suggested we wait till the New
Year.

La respuesta fue muy positiva a mi propuesta de
eliminar la alfombra roja y reemplazarlo con un piso de
madera. La presente alfombra estaba instalada sobre una
alfombra pre-existente. Con los anos la alfombra ha
desarrollado ondulaciones y pliegues que hace dificil
caminar. La alfombra también acorta la anchura de los
pasos para el altar, lo que podria provocar tropiezos y
resbalones. También hay preocupacién por la suciedad y el
moho que podrian estar bajo los dos niveles de la alfombra.

Derecho Candnico que se ocupa del disefio de los
santuarios de la iglesia y la colocacion del altar, no
menciona la elevacion del altar, pero que el altar puede ser
visto por las personas que asisten a Misa.

Mediante la eliminacion de un nivel de la plataforma el
altar y no dos espacios, muy necesarios estara disponible en
cada lado del altar.

La instalacion de una barandilla también podria ser
considerada. He recibido dos (2) ofertas de dos contratistas
de piso. Uno de ellos era demasiado alto en mi opinién y la
otra oferta era mucho mas razonable y realistica en el
tiempo que se necesitaria para completar el proyecto.
Durante el trabajo seria necesario celebrar la Misa en la el
salén Parroquial. El costo de proyecto seria $9,000.00.

Las donaciones son siempre bienvenidas y apreciadas,
pero no seria una coleccién especial porque creo que
tenemos fondos suficientes para completar este proyecto.

He hablado con el contratista del piso que resulta ser
un conocido, y se sugiere que espere hasta el afio nuevo.

Aprecio su entrada y no hay nada escrito en piedra, con
la excepciodn de los Diez Mandamientos.
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
