Observances for The Season of Lent 2016: Ash Wednesday, February 10, 2016 and Good Friday,

March 25, 2016 are days of Fast and Abstinence. The law of fast obliges all adults, 18 years old to 59 years old to
refrain from eating between meals and to limit their eating to one full meal and two lighter meals for the day. All
Catholics 14 years and older are bound by the law of abstinence from meat and meat products on

Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all the Fridays of Lent. Those individuals who have a medical condition in
which fasting or abstaining may be considered harmful, are not obliged to fast and abstain, but should perform some
other act of penance of charity instead. Easter Duty may be fulfilled anytime between the First Sunday of Lent and
Trinity Sunday. The duty is to go to confession and receive Holy Communion during that period. We are invited to
maintain a spirit of penance and prayer during the Lenten Season. Lenten Celebrations including The Stations of the
Cross are every Friday at 9:45 a.m. during Lent in the church in English and Mondays at 7:30 p.m. in Spanish.
Please make it a point to attend these celebrations and devotions along with your family and encourage your friends
to do the same. Parents must see to it that their children, though not bound by the law of fast and abstinence, are
educated in the practice of penance and are encouraged to do acts of penance suitable to their age. All members of
the faithful are encouraged to practice the Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy and avail themselves to the
Sacrament of Reconciliations during Lent. This is the assured and true encounter with the loving, Merciful Savior,
who forgives our failings and is the source of peace, hope and joy.

Our Parish Rectory has 54 windows, not including the basement and the sacristy passage way into the church.
Of those 54 windows, 40 of them do not function, they allow enormous drafts and at times winds into the rectory,
many cannot be opened, and others that do open are not dependable to remain open and when least expected they
come crashing down. | am going to replace the windows in the rectory to correct all of these problems. | have
contracted with a reliable and well respected window replacement company. They come highly recommended by
Father Jim Villa, who helps me out here at the parish. They have done work at the Friary where Father Villa lives
and did a very good job. This will be a three stage operation. First the windows in the Rectory. Second, the
windows in the basement, where CCD classes are held and parish meetings and third, the windows in the sacristy
passage way into the church. The first phase will cost $17,000.00. | have given them $5,000.00 deposit and the
balance will be paid over three months at the completion of the work. We have not negotiated a price for the
basement windows and the windows in the sacristy passageway into the Church.
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The St. Mary's annual Lenten blood drive will be held this year on Sunday, March 13, 2016.

There will be a Blood Center representative coming on one of the Sundays to speak from the altar at the end of
Mass.

Para los préximos dos
domingos, los voluntarios estaran presentes en la parte posterior de la Iglesia para ofrecer informacion,
responder a sus preguntas y a registrarse para la unidad. Necesitamos saber cuantas personas van a donar sangre
suficientes para que los miembros del personal del Centro se puede programar.

Voy a reemplazar las ventanas
en la rectoria para corregir todos estos problemas. He contratado a una compafiia de la sustitucion de ventanas
fiable y bien respetada. Ellos son altamente recomendables por el Padre Jim Villa, que me ayuda a cabo aqui en
la parroquia. Se han realizado trabajos en el convento donde el Padre Villa vive y han hecho un trabajo muy
bueno. Esta serd una operacion en tres etapas. Primero las ventanas de la casa parroquial. En segundo lugar, las
ventanas en el sotano, donde se realizan las clases de Doctrina y reuniones parroquiales y tercero, las ventanas
en el camino de paso de la sacristia en la iglesia. La primera fase tendra un costo de $17,000.00. Yo les he dado
$5,000.00 de deposito y el saldo restante sera abonado por tres meses a la finalizacion de la obra. No hemos
negociado un precio por las ventanas del sotano y las ventanas de la via de paso de la sacristia en la iglesia.

Aquellas personas que tienen una condicion médica en la que el ayuno o la abstinencia puede ser
considerado peligroso, no estan obligados a ayunar y abstenerse, sino que debe realizar algin otro acto de penitencia
de la caridad en su lugar. Deber Pascual puede cumplirse en cualquier momento entre el primer domingo de
Cuaresma y Domingo de la Trinidad. EI deber es ir a confesarse y recibir la Santa Comunién durante ese periodo. Se
nos invita a mantener un espiritu de penitencia y oracion durante el tiempo de Cuaresma. Las celebraciones de
Cuaresma incluyendo Las Estaciones de la Cruz son todos los viernes durante la Cuaresma en la iglesia en inglés y
los lunes a las 7:30 pm en espafiol.

Todos los miembros de los fieles se les anima a practicar el cabo y obras de
misericordia espirituales y aprovechar al Sacramento de reconciliaciones durante la Cuaresma. Este es el encuentro
seguro y cierto con el amoroso, misericordioso Salvador, que perdona nuestras faltas y es la fuente de la paz, la
esperanza y la alegria.
