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February is African-American History Month. The earliest recorded protest against slavery was by the Quakers in
1688. Quakers, also known as “The Society of Friends,” have a long history of abolition. But it was four Pennsylvania
Friends from Germantown who wrote the initial protest in the 17" century. They saw the slave trade as a grave injustice
against their fellow man and used the Golden Rule to argue against such inhumane treatment; regardless of skin color,
“we should do unto others as we would have done onto ourselves.” In their protest, they stated, "Pray, what thing in the
world can be done worse towards us, then if men should rob or steal us away, and sell us for slaves to strange Countries,
separating husband from his wife and children.” Their protest against slavery and human trafficking was presented the
Philadelphia Yearly Meeting, but it wasn’t until 88 years later that the Society of Friends officially denounced slavery.

Febrero es el mes de la historia afroamericana. La protesta mas temprana registrada contra la esclavitud fue por los
Quakers en 1688. Los Quakers, también conocidos como “La Sociedad de Amigos” tienen una larga historia de
abolicién. Pero fueron cuatro Amigos de Pennsylvania de Germantown quienes escribieron la protesta inicial en el siglo
XVII. Vieron el comercio de esclavos como una grave injusticia contra sus semejantes y usaron la Regla de Oro para
argumentar contra este tratamiento inhumano; Independientemente del color de la piel, “debemos hacer a los demas como
habriamos hecho con nosotros mismos”. En su protesta declararon: “Oren, qué cosa en el mundo puede hacerse peor hacia
nosotros, si los hombres nos robaran o nos robaron, Y nos venden para los esclavos a los paises extrafios, separando
maridos de su esposa e hijos.” Su protesta contra la esclavitud y el trafico de personas fue presentada en la Reunion Anual
de Filadelfia, pero no fue hasta 88 afios mas tarde que la Sociedad de Amigos oficialmente denuncid la esclavitud.

Continuaremos con la campafia de comida més all4 de la semana sugerida por la campafia ""Alimentar a
tu préjimo'. Es comunmente conocido que la causa del hambre en el mundo no es una escasez de alimentos,
sino mas bien acceso a los alimentos. En nuestro pais, las familias se quedan sin comida antes de tener dinero
para comprar mas. Se vuelven a alimentos menos caros como rellenos que son menos nutritivos y no
proporcionan lo que los nifios necesitan para crecer y aprender. Por favor traiga una lata cada vez que vaya a la
Misa.
