Carry Your Cross and follow me

(Luke 14:25-33)

In today’s Gospel, Jesus speaks to the crowd
following Him and says something that might sound
hard, even discouraging:

“Whoever does not carry his own cross and come
after me cannot be my disciple.”

At first glance, this may seem like a difficult demand.
Who would want to carry a cross? The cross, after
all, was an instrument of suffering, humiliation, and
death. But Jesus is not asking us to seek out suffering
for its own sake. He is teaching us a deep spiritual
truth: following Him will cost us something. And if
we are not willing to accept that cost, then we are
not truly His disciples.
each of us has a unique cross — a unique set of
struggles, responsibilities, and sacrifices. For some, it
might be the pain of iliness. For others, it may be the
challenge of forgiving someone who has deeply hurt
us. It could be the quiet, daily sacrifice of caring for
an elderly parent, raising children in the faith, or
choosing to remain honest in a dishonest world.
To carry our cross means that we do not run from
these burdens. We do not curse them or try to
escape them by living only for comfort or pleasure.
Instead, we unite them to Christ — who first carried
His cross for us. We follow His path with courage,
trusting that our suffering, when joined with His,
becomes redemptive.

Carga con tu cruz y sigueme (Lucas 14:25-33)
En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus se dirige a la
multitud que lo seguia y dice algo que puede
sonar duro, incluso desalentador: “El que no
carga con su cruz y me sigue, no puede ser mi
discipulo”. A primera vista, esto puede parecer
una exigencia dificil. ¢ Quién querria cargar con
una cruz? La cruz, después de todo, fue un
instrumento de sufrimiento, humillacion y
muerte. Pero Jesus no nos pide que busquemos el
sufrimiento por si mismo. Nos ensefia una
profunda verdad espiritual: seguirlo nos costard
algo. Y si no estamos dispuestos a aceptar ese
precio, entonces no somos verdaderamente sus
discipulos. Cada uno de nosotros tiene una cruz
Unica: un conjunto Unico de luchas,
responsabilidades y sacrificios. Para algunos,
puede ser el dolor de la enfermedad. Para otros,
puede ser el desafio de perdonar a alguien que
nos ha herido profundamente. Podria ser el
sacrificio silencioso y diario de cuidar a un padre
anciano, criar hijos en la fe o elegir ser honestos
en un mundo deshonesto. Cargar nuestra cruz
significa no huir de estas cargas. No las
maldecimos ni intentamos escapar de ellas
viviendo solo para la comodidad o el placer. En
cambio, las unimos a Cristo, quien primero cargd
SU Cruz por nosotros. Seguimos su camino con
valentia, confiando en que nuestro sufrimiento, al
unirse al suyo, se vuelve redentor.
