From the Pastors desk
Lord Increase Our Faith ( LK 17:5-6)

In today’s Gospel, the apostles make a humble and
sincere request to Jesus: “Increase our faith!” They
had followed Him, listened to His words, witnessed
His miracles, and yet they knew that faith is not
something we simply achieve once and for all. Faith
is a gift from God, one that must grow, deepen, and
be strengthened every day.

Jesus answers them with an image that has become
very familiar to us: the mustard seed. It is one of the
smallest seeds, barely visible between our fingers,
and yet, when planted, it grows into a tree that gives
shelter and life. Our Lord is telling us that the power
of faith is not measured by its size, but by its
authenticity and trust in God. Even the tiniest faith,
if it is real and alive, can accomplish what seems
impossible.

How often do we, like the apostles, feel that our
faith is weak? When life burdens us with illness,
family struggles, financial hardships, or moments of
doubt, we may be tempted to think that our faith is
too small. But Jesus reminds us that it is not
the quantity of our faith that matters; it is
the quality. A little faith, when placed in the hands of
God, becomes powerful beyond measure.

So let us make the prayer of the apostles our
own: “Lord, increase our faith!” And let us believe
with confidence that even if our faith seems small,
when entrusted to Christ, it can move mountains,
heal wounds, and transform lives.

Sefior, aumenta nuestra fe (Lc 17:5-6)
En el Evangelio de hoy, los apdstoles le piden a
Jesus una humilde y sincera peticion: «jAumenta
nuestra fe!». Lo habian seguido, escuchado sus
palabras, presenciado sus milagros, y aun asi
sabian que la fe no es algo que se consigue de
una vez por todas. La fe es un don de Dios que
debe crecer, profundizarse y fortalecerse cada
dia. Jesus les responde con una imagen que nos
resulta muy familiar: la semilla de mostaza. Es
una de las semillas mas pequefiias, apenas visible
entre los dedos, y sin embargo, al plantarla, crece
hasta convertirse en un arbol que da cobijoy
vida.

Un poco de fe, al
ponerla en las manos de Dios, se vuelve
inconmensurablemente poderosa. Por tanto,
hagamos nuestra la oracién de los apdstoles:
«jSefior, auméntanos la fe!». Y creamos con
confianza que, aunque nuestra fe parezca
pequefia, al confiarla a Cristo, puede mover
montafias, sanar heridas y transformar vidas.
