From the Pastors desk

Journey to Emmaus. Luke 24:13-35
Dear brothers and sisters,
today’s Gospel presents us with two disciples
walking on the road to Emmaus. They are not
just traveling physically—they are moving away
from hope. Their faces are downcast, their
hearts heavy. The One they trusted, Jesus
Christ, has been crucified. Their expectations
have collapsed. The Gospel tells us something
very powerful: as they were walking, Jesus
Himself came near and walked with them—but
they did not recognize Him until the breaking of
the bread, then their eyes were opened and they
realized it was the Lord all along.

This is the mystery of our lives: Christ is present,
even when we do not see Him. In our confusion,
in our doubts, in our pain—He walks beside us.
Sometimes we expect God to act in dramatic
ways, but instead, He comes quietly, gently, in
the ordinary moments of our lives.
Today, the Lord meets us on our own roads of
Emmaus. He walks with us in our struggles. He
speaks to us through His Word. He reveals
Himself in the Eucharist. Let us ask for the grace
to recognize Him—in our daily lives, in His
Word, and in the breaking of the bread.
