The Cardinal’s Annual  Appeal 

2015 
As already noted in past bulletins, this 
year’s Cardinal’s Appeal is underway.  By 
now many of you have received their first 
request directly from the Cardinal’s office 
and a number of parishioners have al-
ready made their pledge.  To date we 
have received $52,110 from 97 families 
and individuals which represents 40% of 
our parish goal of $134,000.  However this 
is only a 5% participation rate as 2,030 
letters were sent to parishioners by Cardi-
nal Dolan.  
Today  we have our “In Pew” weekend to 
give those who have not yet made their 
gift an opportunity to do so.  Pledge enve-
lopes will be in all the pews and you will 
be asked to take one home with you and 
give some prayerful thought as to how you 
will support the Appeal this year.  Lent is a 
time for almsgiving, and perhaps your 
sacrificial gift to the Appeal can be a way 
for you to enter into this Lenten practice.  
You can then place your pledge envelope 
in the collection the following week.  We 
ask that you do not mail these envelopes 
to the Appeal Office as we need to enter 
some information on them to make sure 
that  Epiphany is credited with your gift. 
Please remember that your gift does not 
have to be made all at once.  It can be 
paid over a period of months which you 
designate.  The Appeal Office will send 
you a monthly reminder.  Your pledge can 
also be debited from a bank account or 
charged to a major credit card (why not 
earn some extra points while you are do-
ing a good deed.)
