Cardinal’s Dolan’s Statement on the Papal Visit 
  “It is with great joy and gratitude that I announce a pastoral visit to our archdiocese by 
His Holiness, Pope Francis.  The Holy Father will arrive in New York on Thursday 
evening, September 24, and will depart early Saturday morning, September 26, for the 
World Meeting of Families in Philadelphia. 
  The Holy Father will celebrate Mass at Madison Square Garden on Friday evening, 
September 25.  Presently, the Mass is scheduled for 6:30 pm. 
  Over the course of the next month the details of the Holy Father’s visit will be finalized.  
Regular communications will then be released on the Mass, other events, motorcades, 
etc. 
  Regarding tickets to the Mass, please keep in mind that the visit is brief - one day - 
and that Madison Square Garden holds about half of Yankee Stadium, used for 
previous papal visits.  Parishes will receive tickets based on a formula using Mass 
attendance to ensure that all parishes are treated equally.  There will, however, be a 
minimum number of tickets for every parish so that smaller parishes are not at a 
disadvantage. 
  Again, you can expect to receive additional and more specific communications as we 
move into August.”

Former Pastor 
This Thursday, July 23rd, marks the 41st anniversary of the death of 
Msgr. William J. Farricker, the sixth pastor of Epiphany.  Earlier in his 
priesthood, he was an assistant at Epiphany from 1924 until 1944.  
He returned in May 1954 as pastor.  During his pastorate was the 
tragic fire of December 20, 1963 which destroyed the original church. 
Msgr. Farricker shepherded the parish through this most difficult time 
and began the campaign to rebuild Epiphany, which was dedicated 
by Francis Cardinal Spellman on May 14,1967.  We owe a great deal 
to Msgr. Farricker and his extraordinary leadership of our parish.
