Pastor’s Corner 
Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

10 August 2025 
“For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.” (Luke 12:34) [1] You also 
must be ready; for the Son of man is coming at an hour [that] you do not expect. (Luke 
12:40) [2]  

The key point of today’s Sacred Scripture readings is emphasized so very well in the Daily 
Universal Prayer and Commentary by FAITH Catholic: “Both the Creed we profess and today’s Gospel leave 
no doubt [about the main theme for today]. When we die, we will have to account for every moment of our 
lives. What did we do with the gifts we were given? What did we fail to do? Will our lives reflect what Pope 
Saint John Paul II called the civilization of love, or the culture of death?” [3] 

“We can trust God to provide for us. Faith is a gift from God who provides all things for us. God provided as 
He promised to Abraham, the Israelites, and the disciples. As what they hoped for was realized, their trust 
grew and deepened. We, too, have received the gift of faith and can trust God to provide for us. We can 
always be ready, and our waiting will not be in vain.” [4] 

When our lives in this world are completed, and we are standing before the Just Judge at the end of our lives, 
we want the Lord to see us in a positive light rather than in a negative one. Did we make the cut? Did we pass 
the test? No one that I know would want to be judged as woefully lacking! If we knew, for sure, that our lives 
were going to end in a month’s time, how many of us would be getting our spiritual act in order? We would 
be going to Mass every Sunday. We would be going to Confession. We would be giving to the poor. We 
would be kind to everyone without exception. We would be doubling down on our prayers, without fail. We 
would insist on receiving the anointing of the sick by a Priest, especially if we were becoming progressively 
more ill. We would seek to be reconciled with people with whom we have not spoken in years!
