GOD IS ON THE SIDE OF THE POOR 
 Two of today’s readings make it quite clear that God 
is on the side of the poor. Amos describes in detail the 
exploitation of the poor and needy. The psalm repeats 
that God acts to benefit the poor and lowly. But Luke turns 
things upside down, telling a tale of a conflicted steward, 
about to be fired, who demonstrates his cleverness and is 
rewarded. Like the community to whom Paul writes in 
Timothy, these readings are personal, directed to believ-
ers, members of the Jewish and Christian communities, 
who struggle to deal with personal choices about how to 
conduct their lives. They offer an outline for how God 
wishes us to live in a world as complicated and as confus-
ing as our own.

The relics of St. Pio of Pietrelcina, affectionately known to Catholics as 
Padre Pio, are on tour in the United States and will make a stop in the Dio-
cese of Lafayette! Padre Pio's relics will be at Our Lady of Fatima Catholic 
Church in Lafayette, La. on Sunday, October 6, 2019. Bishop Douglas Deshotel 
will celebrate Mass in honor of Saint Pio at 9am.  Veneration of the Relics will 
be from 10am until 6:30pm. The relics of Saint Pio available for public vener-
ation include Saint Pio’s glove, crusts of the wounds, cotton-gauze with his 
bloodstains, a lock of his hair, Saint Pio’s mantle, and his handkerchief 
soaked with his sweat hours before he died. Each relic is encased in an ele-
gant reliquary, which will be displayed for prayers and veneration. The faith-
ful who visit will be allowed close enough to touch the reliquaries holding the 
saint’s effects.
