OUR DEEPEST NEEDS       

     The word of God serves up a tremendous feast for us  
today.  Isaiah beckons all who hunger and thirst to come to 
the Lord for satisfaction.  The psalmist cries out, “The hand 
of the Lord feeds us; he answers all our needs” (Psalm 
145:16).  Saint Paul tells us that nothing can separate us from 
the love of God.  Finally, in the Gospel, we hear the story of 
the miraculous feeding of over five thousand people from a 
mere five loaves and two fish.  Most of us have our material 
needs met on a day-to-day basis.  These scriptures, neverthe-
less, have much to say to the contemporary believer.  We 
must ask ourselves, “Where are my deepest hungers?  Where 
are my thirsts?”  After material needs are satisfied and, in 
some cases, over-satisfied, many people still experience a 
deep longing for spiritual balance and well-being.  As the 
loaves and fish are multiplied in today’s Gospel, perhaps our 
prayer can be a longing for the satisfaction of the deepest 
needs that only God can fill.

PUBLIC MASSES 
 

Anyone who is ill, symptomatic, or has been exposed to 
someone else with the coronavirus within 14 days cannot 
enter the church, according to local health directives. 
 

Everyone attending Mass is obligated to wear a mask or 
other facial covering,  The only exception during Mass is 
when seated in the pew.  As you receive Holy Commun-
ion, you will need to pull your mask below your chin. 
 

You are to observe social distancing - staying at least six 
feet from people not in your household. 
 

Maintaining a single-file is necessary for the distribution 
of Holy Communion for each Communion minister and 
communicant to maintain social distancing.  Only the 
Most Precious Body will be given and only by hand. 
 

Leave Mass together as a household, wearing your masks 
or other facial covering and observing six feet of distance 
from others.  (Please exit the church promptly and do not 
congregate in the vestibule.)
