We welcome all who seek a spiritual home in our 
Catholic community.

If you are not baptized, or are baptized in another 
Christian tradition and seek full communion with the 
Catholic Church, consider the Rite of Christian Initiation 
for Adults process. It begins with inquiry sessions in 
which you can ask questions and discuss issues with 
other seekers. The process continues with opportunities 
for learning and spiritual transformation. The RCIA also 
serves baptized Catholics who did not have the oppor-
tunity to receive Holy Communion and Confirmation. 
The Director of Religious Education will help you start.

If you are parents seeking baptism for your child, 
please introduce yourself to the pastor a�er Mass. He 
wishes to meet you in person before making an ap-
pointment for baptism preparation. 

MARRIAGE 
Our pastor invites engaged couples to make an appoint-
ment with him at least six months prior to marriage, 
before se�ing a wedding date. Couples are welcome to 
call as soon as you decide to marry or even while you 
are still considering whether to go forward toward mar-
riage.

Due to Covid we ask that you help one another by following these simple rules: 

• Upon entering the church, wear a mask and sanitize your hands. 
• 6’ distance at all times. 
• Fill in the pews from the front first. 
• The blue circles on the pews indicate areas where people can sit.  Please maintain the 6’ dis-

tance at all times.     
• No Congregational singing. 
• No touching during sign of peace. 
• On the weekend at Corpus Christi at Communion: Use the outside aisles and keep 6’ distance at 

all times.  
• Receive Communion in the hand, then step aside to remove mask, consume the Host, and re-

place mask.    
• Exit on the same side.  Do not return to the pews. 
• If you are ill (with anything) please stay home.  If you are quarantining please don’t attend Mass.
