Sacramental Fee ~ Students enrolled in 2"
grade and 10" grade pay a $50 Sacramental
Fee, in addition to the Family Fee and Student
Fee.

Discount ~ The Family Fee portion of the
tuition ($200) will be waived for parents who
offer to teach a class. If two volunteers share
the teaching of a class, then each will receive a
50% discount ($100).
