
In 2021, the Diocese of Madison established a covenant with the 
Diocese of Jacmel, Haiti. This sister relationship expands our awareness 
of the universal Church and how the Church thrives in another culture, 
builds friendships of spiritual support, and shares material resources to 
build up the Body of Christ.

Sadly, the situation in Haiti is extremely dire. The people there struggle 
with devastating poverty, malnutrition, and lack of basic resources like 
water and fuel. Every national institution is in a state of collapse. The 
president was murdered, the economy is in ruins, the country is overrun 
with gang violence and kidnappings, and education and healthcare are 
abysmal. In many ways, the Church is the people’s only hope.
