on Cyprus, he was known as
Joseph until the apostles
changed his name to Barnabas.
An early Christian disciple, he
was among the first to sell all
his belongings and give the
money to the nascent Church.

It was Barnabas who presented
Paul to the community of
Damascus, and together with
Paul he evangelized the Gentile
community, after activity at
Antioch and Cyprus. He was
then active in the preaching of
Mark. According to apocryphal
tradition, he was stoned to death
on Cyprus around 60.

He is depicted with tunic and pallium, sometimes
bears a palm branch or the attributes of a bishop,
and is invoked against hail.

Name: Barnabas is from the Aramaic and means
“son of encouragement.”
