Saints Cornelius and Cyprian 	 	 

	 	 	 Feast Day September 16th

	 Saints Cornelius and Cyprian lived on constant communication without 
ever meeting. Cornelius was pope, elected in 251. Opposed by dissident 
priests, he had the support of Cyprian, bishop of Carthage, who 
authoritatively defended his legitimacy. In 253, during the persecution 
ordered by the Emperor Gallus, Cornelius was exiled to Civitavecchia, 
where he died, while Cyprian died a martyr under Valerian in 258. 
Cornelius is depicted in papal robes, sometimes with a horn; Cyprian 
invoked against the plague, is depicted in episcopal vestments with the 
palm.
