Saint Gothard of Hildesheim 


Gothard (Godard, Gotthard) was born in 960 
at Reichersdorf in the diocese of Passau, in 
Bavaria. A Benedictine monk, he was an early 

reformer, following 
the rule of Saint 
Benedict and the 
Cluniac reform. At 
the desire of Emperor 
Henry II, he was 
made bishop of 
Hildesheim. He 
carried out his duties 
for eighteen years, 
founding new 
churches, instructing 
the faithful, and 

seeing to the 
discipline of the clergy. He died in 1038 and 
after nearly a century was declared a sin. He 
is depicted as an elder man in episcopal 
vestments and is invoked against fevers, 
dropsy, rheumatism, and hail.

Name. Gothard (Godehard) is one of German 
origin and means “strong through God.”
