One exception is that the Worke rs of Mercy may have a  sign for their table for their specific outreach. Signs may be placed with office approval and in accord  with city laws along the street.     Flyers - The parish may distribute flyers periodically with a various calendar of upcoming event s, but these  are issued solely by the Church office. Flyers may be shared in the community.     Level of Priority     Tier 1 - Parish wide events including parish wide fundraisers, Workers of Mercy,  retreats, and   other main  parish events.  These   events have access   to slideshow, periodic flyer, email, bulletin, Facebook, pulpit  announcements.     Tier 2 - Group events including Altar Society, religious education, Knights of Columbus, Look to the East,  Prime Timer’s. Lunch Bunch, and other parish groups. These groups have   next priority access to bulletin,  email, and Facebook. Groups are encouraged as much as possible to communicate within their  organization and use their page on website. These events can be upgraded to tier 1 if they are open to all  parishioners and the offi ce has given approval.     Tier 3 - Communication from surrounding Parishes.
