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The Stewardship Committee met on November 18, 2024. Present: Jed Becker, Kris Dietzenbach, Mindy Jones, Brian McGee, Patti Guyer, Connie Frana. and Lavon Fye. Absent: Janel Langreck and Jodi Dull.
Jed called the meeting to order and led the group in prayer. The minutes from September 30, 2024 were reviewed and approved by consensus.
Faith Formation-Brian McGee reported that Cornerstone has approximately 118 students enrolled in grades 1-10. The Youth Group November event was a Dodge ball Tournament in the ND School Gym on Sunday, November 10th. 5 students participated and different versions of dodge ball and were played. The last Trivia Night Fundraiser was held Friday, November 8th from 6:30-8:30 PM in the Parish Hall. 5 teams participated $355 was raised for the program! There will NOT be a scheduled Youth event in December due to the numerous family, school, and community activities that occur in the month of December each year. We will resume on January 12th with a youth “Winter Olympics” event. Confirmation 2025 has begun. There are currently 30 candidates currently signed up for the program this year, though this number will likely continue to fluctuate a bit as the year progresses. Confirmation Session One was held on Wednesday, October 30th. The November and December sessions will be held online due to Thanksgiving and Christmas Breaks. Students will have approximately one week to complete their online assignments. Although online assignments are not ideal, they are the most effective way of keeping students engaged as we prepare for a March celebration of the Sacrament. We are planning to celebrate our Confirmation Mass on Saturday, March 15th, 2025 at 4:00 PM Mass. Family Ministry: November event-Mother Daughter Tye Dye Party Sunday, November 24th from 2:00-4:00 PM in the Parish Hall. Open to all mothers and daughters ages 12 and under.  Cookies with Santa will occur on Friday, December 6rth from 5:30-7:30 PM in the Parish Hall. This event will feature a soup supper, treats, music from children/youth, children’s activities, letters to Santa, and pictures with Santa, Mrs. Clause, and the Elf! 
Giving Tree tags have been received and will be up in church beginning this weekend, November 23rd and 24th. We will be assisting two families and all items are to be returned, unwrapped, to the Parish Office by Monday, December 9th. 
Patti reported on the food pantry. In September the Parish donated 465 lbs. of food. The 2nd Collection from November 9th and 10th brought a generous response from our community, with two LARGE loads being brought to the food bank! 
Don Davis Fund-$898.90 currently in our account. The Fund has been taken over from the bank and police department by Lisa Kammerer. She has been given the ability to pay for needs via check, but most gas stations no longer accept checks, so we are arranging for her to purchase Scrip cards for use for those who need gas. The police station had only one gas card left. All gas cards are available for $15, so some may need to be combined to be of assistance. The current Don Davis fund will be depleted by Christmas. A discussion followed of methods to raise funds to help the Don Davis fund continue-bulletin blurb, second collection, and announcement. We decided to place additional tags on the Giving Tree asking for additional donations for the Don Davis Fund. 
Stewardship Renewal- The email method was discussed and at this point about 60 or so Time and Talent responses were submitted. We will follow up with parishioners with bulletin reminders, social media, Mass Announcement and possibly personal follow up. As of today, about 15 responses were given on the Financial Giving section. Parishioners were only asked to update this information if they chose to update their information.
A discussion was held about currently having two representatives for Stewardship on the Pastoral Council. For the time being we will continue to do so and this issue will be revisited after more information has been received.
