Each year during the Flu Season I receive a communication from the Archdiocese of NY reminding us of
proper hygiene as we enter into the flu season. We are also reminded as Pastors that we always have the op-
tion of offering the Sacred Host and not the Chalice as do most parishes in the Archdiocese of NY. This is es-
pecially true during the flu months.

Beginning in December as the flu season comes upon us the Chalice will not be offered at our weekday or
Sunday Masses. The vast majority of our parishioners do not choose to receive from the Chalice and this is

especially true during the flu season. We see a significant decrease in even the few who choose to partake of
the Chalice.

It is important for all of us to understand that the Church continues to teach us that Christ is present in
both of the elements of the bread and wine that become the Body and Blood of Christ.

Thus receiving the Sacred Host we are receiving the Full- Body- Blood- Soul and Divinity of Christ.

It should never be construed, therefore, that Communion under the form of bread alone or Com-
munion under the form of wine alone is somehow an incomplete act or that Christ is not fully present
to the communicant. The Church’s unchanging teaching from the time of the Fathers through the
ages—notably in the ecumenical councils of Lateran IV, Constance, Florence, Trent, and Vatican
Il—has witnessed to a constant unity of faith in the presence of Christ in both elements.

Even in the earliest days of the Church’s life, there were always instances when the Eucharist was
received under only the form of bread or wine. . . . Thus, the Church has always taught the doctrine
of concomitance, by which we know that under each species alone, the whole Christ is sacramental-
ly present and we receive all the fruit of Eucharistic grace.

A word about the Sign of Peace:
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I cannot thank enough all of our parishioners who support our parish each week with their donations. Your
financial support along with your prayers truly help to make St. Joseph’s the wonderful faith community that
it is.

This year has been particularly sacrificial for many because of our Renew & Rebuild Campaign. I cannot
thank you enough for the sacrifice you make for St. Joseph’s.

So far 135 families who have made a pledge to the Campaign. We have raised to date 797,000 dollars.

If you have not yet made a pledge I would ask that you prayerfully consider making one. The 74% of the
money that we receive will go to help our ongoing loan for our Church facility.
