Catholics ages 18-59 are obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday & Good Friday. This means that you are allowed 
only one full meal and some other food during the day that does not equal another full meal. 
 
Abstinence: 
Catholics ages 14 years and older are obliged to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and 
all the Fridays of Lent.

From the Saint Joseph’s Parish Respect Life Commi�ee 
President of U.S. Bishops Conference on Bishops’ United Posi�on 

 Against the Evil of Abor�on 
WASHINGTON - Earlier this week, President Biden responded to a reporter’s ques�on about the U.S.       
Conference of Catholic Bishops’ opposi�on to taxpayer funding of abor�on: REPORTER: “Catholic bishops 
are demanding that federal tax dollars not fund abor�ons.”  BIDEN: “No they are not all doing that. Nor is 
the Pope doing that.”  

 Archbishop Timothy Broglio of the Archdiocese for the Military Services, USA, and president of the            
U.S.  Conference of Catholic Bishops, released the  following statement:   

“As we are taught by Jesus, human life is sacred. God calls us to defend and nurture life from the moment a 
new human being is conceived. The Catholic Church has been clear and consistent in this teaching. The  
Catholic bishops of the United States are united in our commitment to life and will con�nue to work as one 
body in Christ to make abor�on unthinkable. As the Holy Father, Pope Francis, has said, ‘It is not right to ‘do 
away with’ a human being, however small, in order to solve a problem. It is like hiring a hitman.’ Taxpayer 
funding of abor�on would force people of good conscience to par�cipate in this grave evil against their will. 
It would contradict our right to live in accord with the tenets of our faith. Our na�on is be�er than that. I 
pray that we will protect every child no ma�er his or her age, and open our hearts to respond to mothers in 
need with love and support rather than the violence of abor�on.”
