FEAST OF THE EXULTATION OF THE CROSS - SEPTEMBER 13TH & 14TH, 2025

© 2025 Sacred Space 

Reflection:   
The word “Exaltation” in the name of today’s feast means a ‘lifting up’, 
and in the Gospel of John, Jesus says that he, being “lifted up” will draw all 
peoples to himself. This ‘lifting up’ refers not only to Jesus’ being physically 
raised on the Cross. In John’s presentation of the Paschal Mystery, Jesus 
dies on the Cross, passes to new life (Resurrection), returns to the Father 
(Ascension), and breathes forth the Spirit (Pentecost). Jesus is totally 
‘exalted’ on the Cross.  Hence, the Cross is a much esteemed symbol for 
Christians everywhere and a way by which they express their faith. We 
place a cross in our churches and homes, in the classrooms of our schools 
and in other Christian institutions. Many wear a cross as part of their dress.
We remember Jesus’ words to his followers:

…whoever does not take up the cross and follow me is not worthy of me. 
Those who find their life will lose it, and those who lose their life for my 

sake will find it. (Matt 10:38-39)
Reflexión:    
La palabra "Exaltación" en el nombre de la fiesta de hoy significa 
"elevación", y en el Evangelio de Juan, Jesús dice que él, al ser "elevado", 
atraerá a todos los pueblos hacia sí. Esta "elevación" no se refiere solo 
a que Jesús fuera físicamente levantado en la cruz. En la presentación 
que hace Juan del Misterio Pascual, Jesús muere en la cruz, pasa a una 
nueva vida (Resurrección), vuelve al Padre (Ascensión) y exhala el Espíritu 
(Pentecostés). Jesús es totalmente "exaltado" en la cruz. Por lo tanto, la cruz 
es un símbolo muy apreciado por los cristianos de todo el mundo y una 
forma de expresar su fe. Colocamos una cruz en nuestras iglesias y hogares, 
en las aulas de nuestras escuelas y en otras instituciones cristianas. Muchos 
llevan una cruz como parte de su vestimenta. Recordamos las palabras de 
Jesús a sus seguidores:
...el que no tome su cruz y me siga, no es digno de mí. El que encuentre su 

vida, la perderá, y el que pierda su vida por mí, la encontrará. 
(Mateo 10:38-39)
