Reflection:
In today’s Gospel, Jesus offers living water to a Samaritan woman whose 
life had been full of searching and disappointment. By the end of their 
encounter, she becomes a bold and joyful evangelist. Then Jesus turns 
to his disciples and says something easily overlooked: “One sows and 
another reaps” (John 4:37). He is helping them — and us — understand how 
evangelization works. Often, the one who sows the seeds of faith is not the 
one who sees the fruit. This Lent, ask yourself: Are you in a sowing phase or 
a reaping phase? If you are sowing — raising children, praying for someone, 
mentoring — be patient. Your work matters. If you are reaping — seeing 
someone come alive in faith — be grateful. You are standing on sacred 
ground, tilled and watered by others.
Lenten challenge: Thank someone who once sowed faith into your life. And 
keep sowing, even when the harvest is unseen.
Reflexión:    
En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesús ofrece agua viva a una mujer samaritana cuya 
vida había estado llena de búsqueda y decepción. Al final de su encuentro, 
ella se convierte en una evangelista audaz y alegre. Entonces Jesús se 
vuelve hacia sus discípulos y dice algo que se pasa por alto fácilmente: 
"Uno siembra y otro cosecha" (Juan 4:37). Él los está ayudando, y a nosotros, 
a entender cómo funciona la evangelización. A menudo, el que siembra las 
semillas de la fe no es el que ve el fruto. Esta Cuaresma, pregúntate: ¿Estás 
en una fase de siembra o en una fase de cosecha? Si estás sembrando, 
criando hijos, orando por alguien, siendo mentor, ten paciencia. Tu trabajo 
importa. Si estás cosechando, viendo a alguien cobrar vida en la fe, 
agradece. Estás parado en un terreno sagrado, cultivado y regado por 
otros.
Desafío cuaresmal: agradece a alguien que una vez sembró la fe en tu 
vida. Y sigue sembrando, incluso cuando la cosecha no se vea.
