Question: Every year during Lent I'm asked why Catholics 
fast and abstain. How can I explain our Lenten practice?  

Answer: Explain that Lent is the 40 days before Easter in 
which Catholics pray, fast, contemplate, and engage in acts of 
spiritual self-discipline. Catholics do these things because 
Easter, which celebrates the Resurrection of Christ, is the 
greatest holy day of the Christian year (even above Christmas) 
and Catholics have recognized that it is appropriate to prepare 
for such a holy day by engaging in such disciplines. 
 
Fasting is a biblical discipline that can be defended from both 
the Old and the New Testament. Catholics follow this pattern 
by holding a partial fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. 
 
Abstinence from certain foods is also a biblical discipline. As a 
way of commemorating Christ's Crucifixion on a Friday, they 
abstain from eating meat on that day of the week during Lent. 
The only kind of flesh they eat on Friday is fish, which is a 
symbol of Christ.
