So, Peter is the first Pope (Father) of the church and
therefore the chief steward. Jesus, then, poses the same question to each of us who call
ourselves His stewards and modern-day disciples. But do our lives truly reflect this? If we
really believe that Christ is the Son of God, sent to save us from our sins and lead us to
Heaven, then we must say so, not just with words but with our actions. What a great
calling to “manage” not only my time, talents, and treasure,” but also all the material
and spiritual possessions my God has given me! How can | do this better to the glory of
